	Reasons for wanting a Sister Library relationship : I am leading a project focussing on stories, storytelling, creative writing and reading with 7 schools c. 800 pupils of varying ages running from end of April until October 2012.  It’s a project for a wide age range including children from as young as 4 years up to 14 years but libraries can specify a particular age group.  It links in with our national Summer Reading Challenge entitled Story Lab this summer and with the Olympics and Cultural Olympiad. School groups are to pair up with libraries/schools overseas.  With their group they will share stories and create a modern version of a traditional tale or legend setting it in the present day in their country.  In Bournemouth the schools will then choose an art form in which with the help of an artist will use this new medium to recreate and reinterpret the story.  Children will gain an understanding of their partner’s country and its people through this contact.
The second part of the project is concerned with choosing, reading and reviewing books of their choice from June – September 2012.

By October we aim to have a number of outcomes stemming from this activity – 

 2 films – charting the progress of the project and selected children promoting books and reading

 2 exhibitions of work and performances – drama and dance.
