Abstract

With a staggering number of books and written materials coming from the press, libraries al
over the world have to find aternative ways of coping with the information deluge, while
keeping in view the demands of their clientele. If a library intends to serve as a change
agent, it has to change its role from being a mere depository of books to a reservoir of
knowledge which is essentia for an individua to make informed judgments. A wealth of
information is available via various modes of information and data processing. Some of us
have crossed over the information gateways, while many others are still struggling to access
information. We must be aware that the current trend in the information era increasingly
marginalizes the have-nots.

Most importantly, the ultimate goal of
libraries is to turn data and information into knowledge, and to ensure that such knowledge
serves as a source of wisdom.

Abstract

Using the background of the financial crisis which impacted Asian countries for the past two
years, the author illustrates some fundamental weaknesses in their societies which may have
helped caused the crisis.
