Within the framework of the conference were considered number of questions connected 
with preparation of documents for certification of specialists in the field of graphic works’, 
archival and library documents’, bindings’ and photographs’ restoration. The conference 
was attended by restorers from different museums and libraries of Moscow, Saint-
Petersburg, Irkutsk, Rostov-on-Don, Tomsk and Tula. 

 Scientific and research conference “Preservation, restoration and exhibition of book 
monuments” 3rd-4th of June, Russia, Moscow. 
On the conference were considered various reports such as restoration recommendations, 
theoretical contemplations and different research results. Within the framework of the 
conference took place  thematic workshop “Damaged photo-documents’ conservation”. It 
considered features of work with different early photographic processes: daguerreotype, 
collodion process, calotype (talbotype), gelatin silver process and so on.  
There were more than 60 participants: libraries’, museums’, archives’ and educational 
institutions’ employees of Moscow, Saint-Petersburg, Chelyabinsk, Cheboksary, Tula, 
Vladimir and Vyoshenskaya rural locality.
