The event was organized by
Barbro Thomas, president of the Section of Public
Libraries, Maria Jose de Moura,Vice-President,
Conselho Superior das Bibliotecas Portuguesas,
Portugal, and Isabel Rocha, president of Bib-
liomedia and head librarian of Guimaraes Pub-
lic Library.

In the Seminar, the version as proposed by the
IFLA Section on Public Libraries was discussed
and papers were presented on the various
aspects of Public Libraries objectives and serv-
ices. The representatives of LAC who present-
ed papers were M.Elena Zapata from Venezuela
and May B. Negrao from Brazil.

RECOMMENDATIONS TO BE INCLUDED IN
THE NEW VERSION, according to the report on
the Meeting presented by Hellen Nieggard, from
the Section SC:

- The right to know, to culture and to education
are basic human rights. The primary duties of
Public Library Services (PLS) should therefore be
towards information, culture and lifelong edu-
cation;

- Free access for all members of the community
regardless of race, nationality, religion, etc.

- The right to know and free access apply equally
to disadvantaged citizens of all kind;

- The concept of citizenship should be asserted,
stressing the citizens role in this particular pub-
lic service and counteracting the consumerist and
commercial approach to PLS;

- The PLS should include all appropriate media;
- Collections and information should be provid-

ed on a basis of quality and standard, related to
local demands without any kind of ideological,

political or religious form of censorship;

- The collections should reflect current trends in
all their diversities, the evolution of society and
function as the memory of society;

- The PL shall in principle be free of charge;

- The PL shall be financed by state or local
authorities;

- The PLS should be supported by specific legis-
lation and by the development of national infor-
mation strategies and of national strategies for
culture;

- Recognizing the ability of reading as the key
to knowledge and development the PL shall pro-
mote reading and support literacy;

- Counteracting the growing gap between
information-strong and information-weak groups
should be included in the work of the PL;

- Oral transfer of information and culture should
be stimulated;

- The parts regarding services to children and
youth should be further developed in the
manifesto;

- New target groups for example the local busi-
ness communities should be included,

- The importance of new technologies should be
included in a general manner accepting the var-
iety of different circumstances within the develop-
ing and developed world;

- Networking between libraries of different
categories, including school-libraries should be
stressed; L

- Professional education, training and skills should
be stressed as well.

- User communication and relations should be
included;

- Finally it was thought useful to have the
manifesto presented as a statement under vari-
ous concise headings and to leave out the differ-
ent, specific objectives which are more like
guidelines. This goes in particular for the section:
Means and methods.
