Funded by the University Grant theme to (a) assess the information and

Committee (UGC) of Hong Kong, the Joint
University Librarians Advisory Committee
(JULAC) launched a cross-institution project
titled “Enhancing Information Literacy in Hong
Kong Higher Education through the Development
and Implementation of Shared Interactive
multimedia Courseware” in three years starting
from 2015 through 2018. The project aims to
enhance information literacy among students in
UGC-funded institutions by developing and
implementing a shared interactive multimedia
courseware. After this project, students should
be able to uplift their capacity to use information
to learn, and to build students’ awareness of
themselves as informed learners. There are

altogether five sub-projects under this main

educational needs of undergraduate students at
the beginning of the project; (b) conduct
research readiness self-assessment exercises
for undergraduate students at the beginning as
well as near the completion of the project for
comparison sake; (c) build up IL capacity of the
academic librarians in Hong Kong; (d) develop a
shared information literacy courseware; and
finally (e) develop IL loaded courses together
with faculty members by using the Course
Enhancement Funds.

programme. Different meanings of “understanding”
were discussed and the instruction librarians would
review the training workshops according to the new
understanding of student learning. The last main
topic was Action Planning. The Logic Model and Ron
Hoff's Say it in Six (Hoff, 1996) were introduced to
make plans into action. During the 3-day programme, the JULAC IL Project Team presented the Report on
Assessment of Information Literacy Needs and introduced the logistic arrangement of the Course
Enhancement Funds to participants. Each institution was required to prepare an action plan for
conducting the Course Enhancement Funds. Also, each team in the workshop was arranged to meet Lisa
for half an hour for the action planning. In the afternoon of the final day, each team did the presentation
with feedback from other teams. In March 2016, a webinar was held in the HKUST on the update of the
action planning of each institution. In mid June 2016, there will be a 2-day programme which will focus on
project assessment.

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From Ownership to Access: Leveraging the Digital Paradigm: 5th International Library
and Information Professionals Summit (LIPS 2016), Ambedkar University Delhi,
India.

LIPS series was started in 2012 by Society for
Library Professionals and had been organised
at National Level only. The 5th International
Library and Information Professionals Summit
(LIPS 2016) has been a landmark in the LIPS
Series. LIPS 2016 has been organised by the
Ambedkar University Delhi at its Kashmere
Gate Campus, Delhi during 19-20 May 2016.
Theme of the conference was From Ownership
to Access: Leveraging the Digital Paradigm.
Conferecne was jointly organised by the
Ambedkar University Delhi and Society for
Library Professionals in association and support
from the Asian Chapter of Special Libraries
Association.

The conference has brought together over 250
professionals from 11 countries across the
globe, North and South, to share their
experiences, to learn from one another and to
debate the future development of Libraries in
context of ownership to access.

The Conference was inaugurated by Dr Jagdish
Arora, Director, UGC INFLIBNET, who
discussed about the initiatives taken by
INFLIBNET.

Vice Chancellor Prof Shyam B Menon in his

special address expressed his views on the
existence of libraries in the future. Prof Geetha
Venkataraman, Chairperson Library Committee,
Ambedkar University Delhi stressed upon the
cooperation of academic libraries for effective
resource sharing.

We had a brilliant plenary session on 20th May
2016 morning with Dr Paul Nieuwenhuysen
(Vrije Universiteit Brussel, Belgium) who
discussed about the Information Literacy
Education especially when libraries have
become intangible. We had wonderful talk by Dr
K Srinivas (NCERT) who spoke about the role
of OER in higher education and another
informative talk by Dr Gopal Bhushan (DRDO-
DESIDOC) who gave DRSO perspective in
relation to Ownership to Access.

The conference was structured with eight
facilitated technical sessions and presentations
to allow all participants to

enter into practical discussion. Two panel
discussions with eminent speakers from the
profession provided particularly interesting
insights into the acceleration of e-books and
impact of ebooks on e-learning.

Each technical session also had invited talk by
the eminent speakers from the profession. These
included talk from Dr Rajeev Vij, Additional
Director DESIDOC, DRDO who spoke about
the Six Inspirational Success Stories of DRDO
Librarians. We had an interesting talk by Dr
Ramesh C Gaur, University Librarian, JNU who
spoke on how to enhance the Librarians
engagement with Scholarly Communities. We
also had Dr Kamani Perera (Sri Lanka) who

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presented her case study from Srilanka on Digital Repositories and Web 2 Services and Md. Zillur
Rahman (Bangladesh) who presented the case study from Bangladesh. Dr. Susmita Chakraborty
(University of Calcutta) spoke on Open Educational Resources and Prof- Uma Kanjilal (IGNOU)
spoke about her experiences at Indira Gandhi National Open University. We had an interesting talk
by Dr Alejandro Bia from Spain who discussed the Building a digital archive for the TRACE project
and Dr Jean-Marc Comment (Switzerland) spoke about the digitization strategy for the Canton of
Jura in Switzerland. Lastly we had the two very interesting talks by Dr Habil Jean-Charles Lamirel
(France) who discussed the Visualization for the detection of changes in corpora of scientific papers
and Dr Anjana H Bhatt (USA) who shared her experiences on Management of Open Access
Collections in American Academic Libraries.

The conference also had the business presentations from our industry partners namely from EBSCO
Pvt Ltd, Cengage Learning and Taylor and Francis.

The conference was a key activity for Ambedkar University Delhi as the first of its biennial
conference. To boost the morale and enhance the involvement of the contributed paper presenters this
time we had introduced the Six Cash Awards for the best papers. Conference has received support
from the ICSSR, SERB (DSIR), Raja Rammohan Roy Library Foundation, DRDO, ICMR, EBSCO,
and Cengage Learning.
